Historically, school districts have, in an effort to meetstudertsOneeds ard interegs, allowed their studerts to atterd
coursesatlocal calegesor univerdties in addition to their own school. Effecive April 1, 1996, Public Act 160
creakdthe Postsecandary Enrollmert Options Act, commaonly referredto asdual errollmert, thislaw directs school
districts to assist studertsin paying tuition and feesfor coursesat Michigan public or private collegesor universities
if all of the following conditions aremet

1. Studertsarein grade 11 or grade 12.

2. Students must meetstate mandated minimumsin order to qualify for dual errollment. Minimum passing
scoresin Mathemaics Readng, Science, and Writing, with eitherthe ACT PLAN assesmert or the PSAT
arerequired. Additional information canbe found on the Lahser website http://lahser bloomfield.org In
addition, studertsin grade 12 may take coursesin subjects for which thereare no endorsemerts. Same
coursessuch associal studies psychology, computer science, foreign language, or fine arts coursesnot
offered by the school may be taken aspermitted by the District. Studernts must be errolledin both the school
district and postsecandary institution during the local school districtOsegular acagmic yea.

3. Thedistrict must not offer the callege courses An exception to this could occur if the board of educaion
determinesthat scheduling conflict exists, which is beyond the studentOsontrol

4. The cdlege coursescamot be a hobby, craft, or reaeaion course, or in the subjectareasof physical
educaton, thedogy, divinity, or religious educaion. School districts arerequiredto pay the lesser of:

The actual charge for tuition, mandatory course fees materials fees and regstration fees or

The state portion of the studentsCfoundation allowance, adustedto the proportion of the school year
they attend the postsecandary institution.

The postsecandary institution is only to erroll studerts with aletter from the district recagnizing them
aseligible for tuition paymert by the district.

The students may not drop a course without wri tten per mission from the school distri ct
responsiblefor the payment of the tuition.

Coursesare not to be
droppedfrom college without authorization from arepresertative of your school, asthey areregonsible for tuition
ard feespaymert.
